The Viewpoint is located in the municipality 
of Garciaz, a privileged place for observing and 
enjoying an impressive night sky.

The Astronomical Viewpoints has two integrated 
star maps, one displayed during spring and 
summer nights, and the other throughout 
autumn and winter nights.
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What are they?
They are night communication supports to 
interpret the landscape of stars.

 

How do they work?
They work magically! 
By day, we have a large stony support, 
with an outer ring showing the time when 
the star map will be activated. It is set 
to be activated from 10:00 p.m. to 01:00 a.m.

For two hours, a special lighting system 
will show the star map that hides under 
the heart of this great white stone.

Made to Last!

The material they are made of makes them 
resistant to extreme weather conditions.

They are made of an artificial stone 
with special features, to which we apply 
the technology required to be selectively 
illuminated. In this way, we can show visitors 
the message that hides within 
at the scheduled time.
